Course Description: This course is a general chemistry course for non-chemistry
majors surveying solution chemistry, kinetics, equilibrium, acid-base reactions,
thermodynamics, and electrochemistry.

Required Materials:
1. Chemistry: The Central Science, 14th ed., Brown LeMay et al, Pearson (2018).

Any format is fine, softcover, hard cover, online, etc. These can also be found in
the library at Loyola or an online library.

2. Scientific Calculator: Be sure to have one that can do logs, ln, and exponents.

2. Molecular Model Kit

Course Repeat Rule
