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Jennifer L. Morgan is Professor of History in the department
of Social and Cultural Analysis at New York University. She
is the author of the Reckoning with Silavery: Gender, Kinship and
Capitalism in the Early Black Atlantic (Duke University Press,
2021) which won the Mary Nickliss Prize in Women’s and/or
Gender History from the Organization of American
Historians and the Frederick Douglass Prize awarded by the
Gilder Lehrman Center for the Study of Slavery, Resistance,
and Abolition at Yale University; and of Laboring Women:
n NORTH AMERICA Gender and Reproduction in the Making of New World Slavery
(University of Pennsylvania Press, 2004). She 1s the co-editor
ot Connexions: Histories of Race and Sex in America (University
of Illinois Press, 2016). Her research examines the
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intersections of gender and race in in the early modern Black
