Fellowship Incentive Grant
(FIG)

The Fellowship Incentive Grant is an internal award, distributed by the
Fellowship Office. FIG is open to all LUC students including undergraduate and
graduate students who have previously secured an unpaid or underpaid
internship opportunities. The purpose of FIG is to help support LUC students’
living expenses during their internships. It is the hope of the Fellowship Office
that the FIG award will help winners reach their academic and career goals.
Another goal of the FIG award is that the grant helps lead to other, national or
international fellowship opportunities. To that end, the Fellowship Office also
schedules 1-1 advising sessions with each of the winning FIG students to identify
other fellowships they intend to apply to in the future.

With the addition of the Fellowship Coordinator Andy Weber, the Fellowship
Office has an increased capacity for outreach and student advising. An early
indicator of this increased capacity is the increase in FIG applications in 2022-
23 as compared to previous years.

The Chicago
Refugee Coalition is a 501(c)3 established 2018. Since
then, the organization has grown dramatically and has
gained notoriety for their innovative, and responsive,
relief model. CRC’s flagship is its first-of-its-kind Refugee
Resource Center the organization runs out of Sullivan
MHICAGO High School (affectionately known as Refugee High) in
NEFUGEE Rogers Park. Through this space, CRC operates a robust
food banking program and has distributed over 100,000
Cler 8 BBEEeN I meals since the program’s inception in August 2018.
Additionally, the center distributes more than $400,000
of in-kind products annually though collaborative
partnerships with corporate stakeholders such as
Bombas, Casper Mattresses, Trader Joes, Whole Foods,
and many others. CRC’s mission is to bridge the systemic
services gap in the refugee resettlement space. CRC
believes that, above all, their purpose is to ensure that
Chicago is an open and equitable place to call home and
that they contribute to facilitating a paradigm shift away
from the Global North.

This scholarship gives college
students financial aid to alleviate the burden of college debt, meaningful travel
experiences to expand their horizons, and a network of mentors and leaders to

support them.

Established in 2021 by Samvid Ventures, this award was established to invest in
the graduate education of future leaders who are committed to effecting positive
change in society. Beyond funding, scholars participate in two years of
programming with a cohort of of exceptional peers to deepen their self-
knowledge and explore their leadership, purpose and path to impact.
