Electronic Log Devices (ELD’s)
▪ The Electronic Logging Device (ELD) rule is intended to help create a safer work environment for drivers, and make 

it easier, faster to accurately track, manage, and share records of duty status (RODS) data. Start date: December 
18, 2017. Audit begins April 2018. Changes transit times, shipper’s inventory.

▪ SHORT TERM – the number of available trucks could drop as the rule is implemented over the next two years and 
beyond. That could send truckload rates higher, perhaps by double-digit percentages, as pricing decisively shifts to 
carriers. Smaller carrier’s drop out of the marketplace due to higher technology costs.

▪ LONG TERM – data explosion that would revolutionize how the flow of freight is managed as it moves through 
North America supply chains.

Hours of Service (HOS) Rule – effective date: July 1, 2013

▪ Reduces weekly driver time by 12 hours. 

▪ Based on weekly hours reduction, additional 250,000 drivers needed to equal 2012 productivity.

Transportation Industry Challenges

Truck Driver Shortage (100,000 in 2017) Class 8 Tractor / Trailer

▪ Today one of six drivers are 57 years and older. (American Trucking Association) ATA 

▪ 2017 Driver Turnover – 1st Quarter: 74%; 2nd Quarter: 90% (ATA)

▪ JB Hunt – 3rd Quarter 2017 – 1,000 trucks sitting across JB Hunt Service Centers.

“Today we stand at 27 – 767 airplanes that fly millions of parcels a week, every week, “David Bozeman, vice-president of Amazon 
Transportation Services, said on Thursday. “We’ll continue to grow that out. And we’ll have several more airplanes to fly many 
more millions of packages.”

Crain’s Chicago Business Sep 27, 2017 – “Amazon Eyes Mail-Order Drug Business”

FoodLogistics.com – Sep 29, 2017 - Amazon.com Inc. has sold about $1.6 million in Whole Foods beans, breakfast cereal and 
other store-brand products in the first month since taking over the organic chain, one of the first infusions of cash the e-
commerce giant has delivered to the natural grocer through its site.

What does this mean to the trucking industry? 

Over-the-Road (OTR) drivers (annual salary $54,000) are parking their cab and trailer (80,000 lbs.) for a small cargo van, 
delivering the last-mile for Amazon, salary $70K and are home every night.

Industry experts proclaim, Amazon will purchase a large truckload / transportation company for                               
their US Network (line-haul operations).
