To urge the University to create a supplemental safety alert system to notify the campus

community of crimes that occur in Rogers Park and Edgewater.

"Whereas, The Mission Statement of the Department of Campus Safety, hereafter
referred to as Campus Safety, is “to promote and maintain a safe and
secure environment in which the University's educational mission can be

*Whereas, The Clery Act is a federal statute requiring colleges and universities to
provide information on reported crimes available to their communities,2

and

‘Whereas, The Clery Act requires that Campus Safety maintain a public police log

with an updated list of crimes reported to the department,3 and

‘Whereas, The Clery Act requires that Campus Safety issue a timely warning for
Clery Act crimes that are “reported to campus security authorities or local
police agencies; and considered by the institution to represent a serious or

continuing threat to students and e:mployees,”4 and

*Whereas, The Clery Act geography is defined as,
“Any building or property owned or controlled by an institution
within the same reasonably contiguous geographic area and used
by the institution in direct support of, or in a manner related to, the
institution’s educational purposes, including residence halls; and
Any building or property that is within or reasonably contiguous to
paragraph (1) of this definition, that is owned by the institution but

controlled by another person, is frequently used by students, and

The Student Government of Loyola Chicago, hereafter referred to as the
SGLC, stated on their 2019-2020 Organizational Goals to “Advocate for
the expansion of the perimeters of the crime alert system to include a

secondary alert system for non-Clery Act crimes,”7 and

On the Spring 2020 SGLC Survey, 85.74% of 1,704 students agreed or
strongly agreed with the following statement: “Loyola's Campus Safety
should develop an opt-in system that provides notifications (that are above
and beyond those already required by the Clery Act) regarding crimes in
